1) Treasury Report

     A) Financial Report-Total funds $21,986.89 amount available to spend approx. $2,600

     B) Request for Funds- C. Gaynor request reimbursement of $55.07 for baskets and 

          table for student use. Voted upon and approved. Josie Roberts $250 for Dibels test

          K-3rd grade. Voting done via email, majority passed.  Mrs. Taylor request $163.11

          reimbursement from “Way out West” program, Cindy Huffman was able to find 

          PTO board members on campus and approve. Davi Davis request money from the 

          Media Center funds in the amount of $2,248.20 for books and $195 for barcode

          scanner and $72.66 for silent auction supplies. 

2) Helium Tank-Nancy Austin spoke to the district about the school keeping a helium
    tank on campus, district approved. A new vote was taken for the purchase of a helium
    tank, regulator and cart. Cost would be between $550 and $600. Majority passed.

    Cindy Huffman will purchase helium tank from Paxair. Cindy H. will have Paxair put 
    in writing that the helium tank may be returned at any time for a full refund, less the

    cart and regulator. We will own those items out right.  

3) 2nd Grade Fieldtrip- The entire 2nd grade will need up to $775 from the PTO for a trip    

     to the Botanical gardens. After the final amount has been determined the PTO will   

     pay any remaining balance due.    
4) Teacher Appreciation Week- Carrie Kerns has arranged for Red, White and Brew to 

     cater a luncheon on Wednesday May 6th.  Carrie will also need assistance with the 

     “love notes” for the teachers on Tuesday the 5th. Kelly, Dani and Julie will assist

      her with this. 
5) Supplies for Mrs. Gerodimos- Mrs. Gerodimos has requested both hand sanitizer and 

     reams of paper. Julie will ask Mr. Ritter for hand sanitizer and deliver to her class and

     Cindy Huffman has assured her that we (Zaharis) and the PTO have plenty of paper

     for the entire school thru the end of the school year.

6) Kindergarten Storage Container- The 2007/2008 PTO board approved $ 500 toward 

     the purchase of a storage container to hold the kindergarten playground toys. This 

     amount has been set aside. We are still waiting to hear from the Kindergarten team

     in regards to the matter. 

7) Mrs. Jurkowski- Mrs. Jurkowski and Mr. Oliver would like to use PTO funds toward 

    the professional framing of a certificate from an Afghanistan school to be displayed.

    The board voted to spend up to $200 for this frame. Kelly will speak to Mrs. Jurkowski  

    and recommend that she use Fast Frames on Power/McKellips as they have supported

    our school in the past. 

8) Floors- Mr. Oliver is still trying to work with the district to resurface the common
    areas thru out the school. They all need to be stripped and resealed. The district has 
    stated that we are on the “list” of to do’s. They would however like us (Zaharis) to 
    agree to put funds toward this school improvement project. They are asking for a 
    nominal amount of  $2,000.00. We voted and approved to set these funds of  $2,000.00 
    aside for this project of stripping and resurfacing the common area floors. 

    The $2,000.00 may only be used after the district has actually started this work and our

    funds will then be added to their budget.  

9) Extra Funds- Funds may not be available for the start up of 2009-2010 school year. 

    We may be asked to help fund supplies and other items. 

10) Healthy, Bodies, Healthy Minds Award- Rocky will be receiving a award on behave 

      of the entire school. This award ceremony will take place on Friday April 24th at 

      8:30am in the courtyard. Dani Wileman is chairing this event and will work with 

      Rocky for set up and decorations. Kelly will contact the Clif Bars Company for a 

      donation of healthy snacks for the kids. We may want to check on water donations
      as well. 

11) Media Center Silent Auction Baskets- Cindy Siems will need assistance with this 

      project. Flyers will go out this week to teachers and parents requesting donations for

      baskets. All donations need to be returned by Friday April 24th so that the baskets

      may be assembled. Cindy Siems will update board at our next meeting the progress

      and what may still be needed for assistance. Silent auction runs May 11th-14th. 

      Cindy Siems would also like to purchase a $200 gift card to be raffled for the 

      Media Center fundraiser. The board voted and approved to purchase a $200 item 
      to be raffled, however the $200 would be returned to the PTO after the profits go to 

      Media Center fund. 

12) PTO Board  Nomination- All paperwork was due Thursday April 10th, 2009 for the

      2009-2010 board members. Two new forms were received for members at large. 

      The entire board will be announced at the community meeting on Thursday 4-16-09.
13) Community Meeting Agenda- Items to be added to the agenda will be as follows;

      Accomplishments of the school, the book fair in May and continuing fundraisers

      such as Box Tops, the grocery card program and Entertainment book sales at the start

      of school. Additional items to include Splash back to School on August 21st, and our

      summer carnival meeting on July 16th. Bounce U cards and T-shirts will be for sale at 

      the meeting. Childcare and snacks will be provided.
